Origin of Divine Mercy Sunday, the Divine Mercy image, the Chaplet, and the Novena
Mankind’s need for the message of Divine Mercy took on dire urgency in the 20th Century,
when civilization began to experience an “eclipse of the sense of God” and, therefore to lose the
understanding of the sanctity and inherent dignity of human life. In the 1930s, Jesus chose a
humble Polish nun, St. Maria Faustina Kowalska, to receive private revelations concerning Divine
Mercy that were recorded in her Diary.
“As a gift to humanity, which sometimes seems bewildered and overwhelmed by the power of evil,
selfishness, and fear, the Risen Lord offers His love that pardons, reconciles, and reopens hearts to love.
It is a love that converts hearts and gives peace. How much the world needs to understand and accept
Divine Mercy! Lord, who reveals the Father’s love by Your death and Resurrection, we believe in You
and confidently repeat to You today: Jesus, I trust in You, have mercy upon us and upon the whole
world.”
